Rules and Guidelines  
 

We appreciate you complying with these simple guidelines for fire, electrical and personal safety. We wish  
to make this annual event a safe and fun family night and a wonderful start to the holiday season!  
 
If at any time leading up to or on parade day the weather/street conditions are deemed unsafe, the parade will be cancelled and en- trants 

will be notified.  

 
• Parade floats must be lit and fully decorated for Christmas. This is a night time Christmas parade. Any entry not decorated will be  

removed from the parade. Be sure all wiring is properly secured to prevent mechanical damage or injuries to riders.  
 

• Only Christmas music is allowed for your entry unless approval is granted by the Christkindl Festival Committee.  
 
• This is a family oriented event. Please refrain from profanity or inappropriate conduct.  
 

• Entries are not allowed to have or display a real-life Santa Claus on their float. An entry containing a life-like Santa will be removed  
from the parade. Santa Claus will be the last entry in the parade to greet the children.  
 

• Children must be accompanied by adult chaperones.  
 

• All parade participants should be dressed accordingly for the weather. Costumes or outfits matching your float/theme are  
encouraged.  
 

• Allow a safe distance between parade entries.  
 

• All animals must have a designated person for care for the animal and it's clean-up throughout the parade route.  
 

• Parade participants are responsible for the safety of those riding on their float.  
 

• For safety reasons, no item of any kind is to be thrown from a parade unit. This includes candy, brochures, toys, etc. You may  
walk along the parade route to hand out items.  
 

• Parade participants must have their own liability vehicle insurance.  
 
• Fire extinguishers are required on floats for safety reasons.  
 

• No parade participant will be allowed to have a loaded firearm.  
 

• No smoking or alcoholic beverages are permitted on parade entries. Safety comes first!  
 
• All parade entries must be in-place by 4:30pm or risk elimination. Entrants are to meet in the parking  

lots of the Courthouse and Black River Country Bank along N. 3rd Street.  
 

• The parade is located in Downtown Black River Falls. The route will go from the corner of Main and N. 3rd Street, down Main  
Street and turn right on Water Street. Entrants may disband in the parking lot next to the Fire Department.

regulations governing this event.
